Thus, PARADISE is not
attached to or indebted to one denomination or one organization. From the beginning
PARADISE was meant to belong to no one but the Lord Jesus Himself and to His people
everywhere.

Anticipated |mpact

Only Christ the King can empower students to return home changed. He will determine
how they will live out commitments made while standing in His presence. Most |eaders
will leave the ultimate impact to Christ, knowing however He chooses to move will be
beyond what they could have imagined.

On the other hand, some |leaders already have begun to imagine possibilities such as
these:



* Students returning to almost every community in the United States might be used of
God to spark a Christ-awakening, first in the church and then in the land. Of course,
sovereign God alone will determine how and when He will move.

* Students and their leaders, returning with both the passion and the strategy to introduce
ageneration to Christ, could be used of God to see historic numbers of new believers.

* Students might take the lead in local and national initiatives to break down barriers that
divide groups of people or to help bring justice to the most vulnerable in society.

» Many high school seniors moving into college may stay vibrantly connected to Christ,
the church, and collegiate ministry organizations in numbers unseen in recent history.

» Missions-sending organizations might see an upswing of applications from students
who cried out, “Here am |, send me,” when Christ called them to North American or
international mission trips.

» Some of those same students might present the gospel in an understandable way to the
last unreached people groups on Earth.

Ownership by Students

The PARADISE Web site will be consistent with Wiki and Web 2.0, meaning that
students who come there will find meaningful and substantive ways to speak into and
fine-tune the PARADI SE gathering.

Students also will find on the Web site many online tools and resources they can use to
communicate their passion for PARADISE. The young telling the young through social
networking sites and emerging forms of digital communication may eclipse the
communication efforts of adults.

No cause, ministry, or product will be promoted at PARADISE.
No individual, real or projected, will appear before participants at PARADISE.
Registration fees will be used for no other purpose than to cover the actual costs
of the gathering. Any remaining funds will be sent back to the groups who
attended.

Personal Challenge
Y ou are the shepherd to your group. Y ou are the one who must decide who has issued the
invitation to assemble in Paradise. If the invitation is from man, you may well decide
